UDC Community Safety Partnership Speeding VAS Initiative  
 
Uttlesford District Council’s Community Safety Partnership is seeking support from town and 
parish Councils in purchasing and installing a portable Vehicle Activated sign for the District 
(seeking responses by 31.12.25). 
 

a. This would be funded as a three year project  

b. UDC requires each parish wishing to join the scheme, to install a post for attaching 

the VAS to, (measuring 3-4m in height and a 76cm shaft) as well as the brackets to 

hold it in place. Costings for the brackets are £52 plus VAT each and would require 

two per post (one for the VAS and one for the extended solar panel to charge the 

battery for longer).  

c. The Community Safey Partnership would be responsible for installing and removing 

the VAS after a period of time (perhaps 4-8 weeks) before moving on to the next 

agreed location. 

d. At this stage UDC is seeking in principle support from the town and parishes, 

locations will be considered at a later stage of the project at 30mph locations.  

Committee is asked to consider whether it is supportive of the project, if so, the brackets 
could be funded from SWTC’s Street Furniture budget.
